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Fire

The Lowline wildfire is currently at 996 acres and 7%
containment. Late afternoon and evening firefighter
operations to remove fuels in advance of the fire have
increased smoke activity.

Smoke

AIR QUALITY HEALTH ADVISORY FOR WILDFIRE SMOKE SUNDAY
MORNING FOR GUNNISON COUNTY. With increased fire activity
on the Lowline fire we continued to have MODERATE to USG
smoke Saturday evening that will continue into Sunday
morning in areas of Gunnison and surrounding areas. Early
morning UNHEALTHY smoke during periods until winds push
smoke out of the area. Sunday morning, smoke could again
get heavy as it drains toward Gunnison. Crested Butte will
see continuing MODERATE smoke early a.m. on Sunday
morning and with good air quality into mid-day. Possible
haze will linger. Area roadways at times around the fire may
see periods of heavy smoke around county road 730.

Public Health Recommendations

If smoke is thick or becomes thick in your neighborhood, you
may want to remain indoors. This is especially true for those
with heart disease, respiratory illnesses, the very young, o
and the elderly. Consider limiting outdoor activity when
moderate to heavy smoke is present. Consider relocating
temporarily if smoke is present indoors and is making you ill.
If visibility is less than 5 miles in smoke in your
neighborhood, smoke has reached levels that are
unhealthy.
