Smoke in the area should clear out early morning
with stronger west winds. Castleton Ranch area along
County Road #730 will see possible periods of moderate to
USG smoke at times as temperatures rise and upslope
winds increase along the fire switching to NW winds in the
afternoon. Crested Butte will see GOOD air quality today.
Aspen will have average GOOD air quality for the day. We
move into Friday and Saturday with higher temperatures,
clear skies and stronger west winds in the fire area.
