Smoke from all area fires will be terrain-driven with a general
southerly movement. Around noon smoke will begin to shift
from the N to W-SW with SW becoming prominent mid-
afternoon onward before smoke retreats to muddle in the
late evening then move again S in the late night hours. This
trend will show general clearing in communities along the ID-
95 corridor. However, Cascade, Garden Valley, and Idaho
City will continue to see impaired AQI conditions. Expect
