Fire 
The fire danger today is very high as warm, dry, and breezy
conditions are expected to promote fire growth, particularly
along the perimeters of existing fires in western Idaho. The
Limepoint Fire and West Mountain Complex saw some growth
yesterday, while the Middle Fork Complex south of Cascade,
ID, continued to consume additional acres. For more details
on the Limepoint Fire, the West Mountain Complex (Boulder,
Snag, Wolf Creek, Dollar), and the Middle Complex wildfire
incidents, please visit Inciweb .

Smoke 
Heavy smoke production is expected again today, with large
smoke columns likely, especially in the afternoon, originating
from the Middle Fork Complex fires. Winds are anticipated to
push smoke from fires in this area northeast of the Highway
55 corridor, but the Cascade Lake area is likely to
experience UNHEALTHY air quality this evening and
overnight. Cooler temperatures and low winds overnight may
cause smoke from smoldering fires to settle into valleys.
Areas west of the U.S. Route 95 corridor should continue to
experience air quality no worse than MODERATE.
