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Fire 
There were 623 acres of overall fire growth on the
Willamette Complex yesterday. The Coffee Pot Fire is now
5,907 acres and 35% contained. The Chalk Fire is 4,907
acres and 50% contained. Moss Mountain is at 627 acres
with no containment. The Ore Fire grew by 160 acres. Crews
continue to make good progress on containment lines for all
fires.

Smoke 
Smoke will continue to impact most of forecast area today.
MODERATE conditions are expected in Springfield/Eugene,
Sweet Home, Detroit and east of the Cascades in Bend,
Madras, Sisters, and Redmond. UNHEALTHY conditions are
again anticipated in the Oakridge area and adjacent river
valley with smoke drifting in from all adjacent fires. The
communities in the vicinity of both La Pine and McKenzie will
have USG conditions throughout the day. Thick smoke will
be evident in low lying areas and river valleys. Fires to the
north in Washington and to the south of the Willamette
National Forest will continue to send smoke this direction.
