SwaWi"a I Fire Values at Risk

Firefighters will continue to identify and suppress smoking areas and residual
pockets of heat, focusing on mopping up 100" inside of containment lines.
Suppression repair resources are rehabilitating control lines by installing water
bars and spreading slash to control erosion. Crews will continue removing hose,
pumps and other equipment from the fire area so it can be refurbished and utilized
on other fires in the region. Firefighters are available to assist local resources with
initial attack if needed.

The fire is 100 percent contained and suppression repair is complete.

Fire Weather

Temperatures will reach the mid-80s today, with similar highs through the rest of the week. Relative humidity will bottom
out around 17% today with lows between 20 — 24% through Friday.
