The Wapiti Fire is at 112,321 acres and the Middle Fork
Complexis at 57,836 acres. There are several active fires
in the Central Idaho mountains. Firefighters continue to
make solid progress. A number of fires in Oregon grew
significantly yesterday, widespread smoke and haze will
continue to waft across Idaho. See inciweb.wildfire.gov for
updates on specific incidents.

Smoke

Haze and smoke throughout the day. Boise and Ketchum
should remain in the MODERATE category. Garden Valley and
Lowman can expect UNHEALTHY air quality, with smoke to
increase until midday and thin out after the inversion lifts.
Salmon and Challis will remain MODERATE. Significant smoke
impacts continue for Stanley, but afternoon will see some
clearing.
