FIRE

The Horton fire is currently estimated at
8337 acres and is 23% contained. Fire
activity for the Horton fire is expected to
remain active.

SMOKE

This morning, any remaining smoke in
Tonto Estates, Christopher Creek, and
along Hwy 260 will lift out by 11 am.
During the day today, smoke will
disperse to the west-southwest
throughout the day. Strong east-
northeasterly winds may keep smoke
closer to the surface, with moderate
daytime smoke impacts to Tonto
Estates, Christopher Creek, and Hwy
260, and light to moderate impacts to
Star Valley and Payson. By evening,
northeasterly winds will continue,
pushing smoke downslope to the
southwest. During calmer periods,
overnight smoke will drain down the
Horton and Tonto Creek drainages,
draining to the southwest and south
respectively. Moderate overnight smoke
impacts are expected to Tonto Estates,
Christopher Creek, and Hwy 260, with
light smoke impacts possible to Star
Valley and Payson. Any residual smoke
that settles into Tonto Estates,
Christopher Creek, along Hwy 260, Star
Valley, and Payson will lift out by 11 am
tomorrow morning. For tomorrow,
strong north-northeasterly winds will
disperse daytime smoke to the south-
southwest, with smoke remaining closer
to the ground due to the increased
winds. Moderate smoke impacts will be
possible to Hwy 260 and Christopher
Creek, with light impacts to Tonto
Estates, Star Valley, and Payson.
